If you so desire you can sim-
ply select a memorial item that corresponds
with the pledge amount you wish to donate.
Memorials are reserved on a first come, first

served basis. They are designated only once in
the program. In some cases more than one of
the same item is available. The way to reserve
a memorial is to do the following:

1. Select a Memorial Gift from the list.

2. Complete pledge form and return it
by mail, to the Parish Office, or at
Mass, in the collection basket.

3. Donations for Memorial Gifts may be
offered in one installment or several
installments over two years.
